Notes for Food Stall Operators

Power leads:
Bring enough power leads to carry all your equipment power requirements to the outside of the back of the tent (and maybe further to the distribution boards) and make sure that the power boards and leads you bring along can carry the amount of current to be used for your appliances (e.g. don’t bring a 10 amp power board to connect a 15 amp Bain-marie).

Testing:
ALL EQUIPMENT AND APPLIANCES MUST BE TESTED AND TAGGED BEFORE BEING USED AT THE CULTURAL FEST 2011.  This includes refrigerators, cold rooms, frypans etc.  This is a requirement of the Townsville City Council.  The Townsville City Council has the right to stop equipment from being used if it is not tagged and tested by an electrician prior to the Festival.  IF EQUIPMENT IS NOT TAGGED AND TESTED YOUR STALL WILL BE SHUT DOWN COMPLETELY AND IMMEDIATELY.  YOU WILL NOT BE ENTITLED TO A REFUND OF YOUR STALL FEE.


THE TIC ALSO RESERVES THE RIGHT TO PREVENT A FOOD STALL OPERATOR FROM PARTICIPATING IN THE CULTURAL FEST 2011, IF THIS REQUIREMENT IS NOT SATISFIED COMPLETELY.


A fault in the equipment is a major health hazard and can be deadly. A fault may cause major failure in the generator system. The Food Stall Operator will be liable for any damage to property or persons, which may arise from the failure to comply with the testing requirements.

Pricing:
Make sure that your food prices are competitive with other food stalls at the Cultural Fest 2011.  People come to the Fest to sample lots of different kinds of food.  If you make it too expensive, they will bypass and purchase cheaper meals.  Please remain mindful of the reason you are there; fund raising for your community, so don’t sell it too cheaply either.  Make sure you have the prices displayed, so people don’t have to ask for the price of food.  Sometimes people won’t ask and will just walk away.

Decoration:
Put the name of your group on the front of your stall.  Make it look attractive and entice purchasers to come and buy your food.

Money:
Be careful and vigilant with your money. It is important that cash/money tins are kept either under the counter or at the back of the tent, away from where they can be seen and easily reached for the taking.  Try not to keep large amounts of money in the tent.  Try to have somewhere safe where the majority of money can be kept safe until banked.  Police Officers and PLO’s will be in attendance at the park, but they can’t be everywhere all the time.

Parking:
This may be a problem.  We cannot guarantee that parking will be available for food stall Operators but we will endeavour to petition off a few parks for food stall Operators to stock up their stalls during the Cultural Fest.  But they will not be permanent parks and you will have to park, empty the car then move the car to another spot to park more permanently.  This will allow other food stall Operators to bring their stock in as well.

Other Parking:
There is not a lot we can do about it, but be patient and be prepared to walk.  Emergency parking spots will have to be left clear at all times. 

Planning Meetings:
A notice will be forwarded to you at a later date inviting you to an information meeting which will be held before the commencement of the Cultural Fest 2011.

Submitting Applications:
This registration form must be submitted to the TIC NO LATER than Wednesday 1 June 2011 in order to be finalised by TIC. Late registrations will not be considered and will be reassigned to a group on the Food Stall waiting list.  

Priority of Applications:
The Food Stall Operator acknowledges that there is a limit on the number of food stall outlets available and that late application will result in loss of the stall. The TIC intends to give priority to applications in the following order:

(A) firstly, to cultural groups fundraising (with priority given to the first group which submits an application form);

(B) secondly, to private outlets selling different types of traditional food

RECITALS

1. Definitions

In this Agreement, unless the context otherwise requires:

“Event” means the Cultural Fest 2011, held at the Venue on 17-21 August 2011
“Restricted Area” means any area which is marked with signage or cordoned off or barricaded so as to reasonably indicate that access is restricted;

“Soft drink” includes cordial, juice, milk, water and other flavoured drinks;

“Sullage Disposal Unit” means Townsville City Council approved sullage disposal system, or other sullage point approved by the TIC for the disposal of waste water at the Venue;

“Venue” means Strand Park, Townsville, in the State of Queensland.

2. Food Stall Operation

2.1 The TIC will allow the Food Stall Operator operate an outlet to sell food to the public at the Event (‘the Food Stall”), subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

2.2 In consideration for permission to operate the Food Stall in clause 2.1, the Food Stall Operator will pay to the TIC the following sum (“the Stall Fee”):

(a) if the Food Stall Operator is a community group operating the Food Stall for fundraising purposes, for 5 days, EIGHT HUNDRED AND EIGHTY DOLLARS ($880); and
(b) if the Food Stall Operator is a community group operating the Food Stall for fundraising purposes, for 3 days, SIX HUNDRED AND SIXTY DOLLARS ($660); and

(c) if the Food Stall Operator is operating the Food Stall for profit, for 5 days, ONE THOUSAND, SEVEN HUNDRED AND SIXTY DOLLARS ($1760); and

(d) if the Food Stall Operator is operating an additional Food Stall (by negotiation with the event organiser) the fee will be twice that originally quoted.
2.3 The Stall Fee will be paid in the following manner:

(a) a deposit of one hundred dollars ($100.00) upon submitting the Food Stall Application Form (“the Deposit”); and

(b) the balance on or before 1 August 2011.

3. Equipment 

3.1 The TIC will supply the following items of equipment (“the Equipment”) for use by the Food Stall Operator during the Event:

(a) one tent (“the Tent”);

(b) flooring and tables inside the Tent; 

(c) lights inside the Tent (“the Lights”); 

(d) a generator distribution board at the rear of the tent (“the Generator Distribution Board”).

3.2 The Food Stall Operator must ensure that the Equipment is not used for any purpose other than to operate the Food Stall at the Event. 

3.3 The Food Stall Operator must ensure that the Power Point in the Food Stall is not used for any purpose, other than to supply power to the Lights
.  

3.4 Food Stall Operator must supply all other appliances and equipment (including power leads) necessary to operate the Food Stall.

4. Electricity

4.1 The Food Stall Operator may connect to the Generator Distribution Boards to access electricity for the Food Stall.

4.2 The TIC will make a limited electricity supply available to the Food Stall Operator through a generator system, on their agreed operating days, between 8.00am and 10.00pm on 17, 18, 19, 20, 21 August 2011. 
4.3 No electricity supply will be made available to the Food Stall Operator (other than for the Lights and cold rooms), between 10.00pm and 8.00am on 17, 18, 19, 20, 21, August 2011, unless an alternative agreement is made.

4.4 The Food Stall Operator must ensure that all electrical leads and electrical equipment, including cold rooms and electrical appliances, supplied by the Food Stall Operator for the purpose of operating the Food Stall (“the Electrical Items”) are tagged and tested by a qualified electrician before they arrive at the Venue.  

4.5 The Food Stall Operator must ensure that electrical leads and power boards used to connect the Electrical Items to the Generator Distribution Board have sufficient capacity to carry the Food Stall’s electricity requirements.

4.6 The Food Stall Operator must ensure that electrical leads used in the operation of the Food Stall are not more than 10 metres in length.

5. Government Regulations

5.1 The Food Stall Operator must ensure that no-one operating or assisting with the Food Stall enters Restricted Areas.

5.2 The Food Stall Operator must comply with:

(a) specific conditions issued by the Townsville City Council in relation to the Event; and

(b) any other legislation, regulations and standards that are applicable to the Food Stall Operator.

5.3 The Food Stall Operator must ensure that an individual with a current Food Handler’s Certificate is in attendance at the Food Stall at all times during the Event.

5.4 The Food Stall Operator must ensure that:

(a) the correct temperature is maintained in relation to food kept at the Food Stall during the Event; and

(b) a thermometer to measure the temperature of food is kept at the Food Stall at all times during the Event.  

6. Waste Water Disposal

The Food Stall Operator must ensure that persons operating and/or assisting with the Food Stall: 

(a) place all waste water directly into the Sullage Disposal Unit; 

(b) do not place food scraps into the Sullage Disposal Unit;

(c) do not place food, oil or other liquids onto the grounds, lawn, pavement or gardens at the Venue;

(d) do not wash equipment over the grounds, lawn, pavement or gardens at the Venue;

(e) use tap water sparingly during the Event; and 

(f) turn taps at the Venue off completely after use.

7. Rubbish Disposal

7.1 The Food Stall Operator must ensure that rubbish produced and/or accumulated by the Food Stall (“the Rubbish”) is regularly disposed of during the course of the Event.

7.2 If the Rubbish is disposed of at the Venue, the Food Stall Operator must ensure that disposal is carried out in the following manner: 

(a) the Rubbish is placed into large skip bins located at the Venue;

(b) food scraps are placed into plastic bags prior to disposal;

(c) empty boxes and cans are flattened prior to disposal; and 

(d) the Rubbish is not placed into wheelie bins located at the Venue.

7.3 At the end of the Event, the Food Stall Operator must:

(a) remove all of the Food Stall Holder’s property from the Venue; 

(b) ensure that the Equipment is left in good repair and condition; and

(c) clean and remove all rubbish from areas used and occupied by the Food Stall.

8. Clean Water

8.1 The Food Stall Operator must ensure that clean water for washing hands is kept at the back of the Food Stall at all times during the Event.  

9. Cold Rooms

9.1 The Food Stall Operator must obtain written approval from the TIC in order to bring a cold room to the Venue.

9.2 The Food Stall Operator acknowledges that only a limited number of cold room spaces are available at the Venue and that they may have to share cold rooms with other food stall operators.  

9.3 If the Food Stall Operator utilises a cold room at the Event, the Food Stall Operator must ensure that: 

(a) food containers are stored and covered in the cold room in accordance with requirements of the Townsville City Council Health Department;

(b) food containers containing different food items are not stacked on top of each other in the cold room; and 

(c) food containers are put on the shelves of the cold room rather than on the floor.

10. Restriction on Drinks

The Food Stall Operator must not sell Soft drink, juice, tea or coffee at the Event unless the TIC has given that Food Stall Operator approval in writing.

11. Termination

11.1 The TIC may terminate this Agreement immediately by giving notice of termination (oral or written) to the Food Stall Operator, if the Food Stall Holder breaches any provision of this Agreement.

11.2 No part of the Stall Fee is repayable to the Food Stall Operator upon termination of this Agreement in accordance with clause 11.1.

11.3 Termination of this Agreement does not affect any claim or action either party may have against the other by reason of any prior breach of this Agreement. 

12. Indemnity and Disclaimer

12.1 The TIC gives no warranty that the electricity supply made available to the Food Stall under this Agreement will be continuous or uninterrupted during the Event.

12.2 Despite anything to the contrary, nothing in this Agreement excludes, restricts or modifies:

(a) the application of Part V Div 2 or Div 3 of the Trade Practices Act 1974 or equivalent State legislation (“the Non-Excludable Provisions”); 

(b) the exercise of a right conferred by a Non-Excludable Provision; 

(c) the liability of the Owner for a breach of a condition or warranty implied by a Non-Excludable Provision except as outlined in clause 12.4; or

(d) the application of an entitlement to rescind a contract under a Non-Excludable Provision.

12.3 Subject to clause 12.2:

(a) the Food Stall Operator releases the TIC from and indemnifies it against all claims, demands, actions, damages, costs, charges, expenses, and other liabilities (collectively “Claims”) whatsoever arising in any way directly or indirectly out of or in connection with:

(i) breach of this Agreement by the Food Stall Operator;

(ii) use or occupation of the Food Stall by the Food Stall Operator or any person operating or assisting with the Food Stall;

(iii) use of the Electrical Items and/or Equipment by the Food Stall Operator or any person operating or assisting with the Food Stall;

(iv) any person entering, leaving or being at the Food Stall in connection with the business of the Food Stall;

regardless of whether any Claim is caused or contributed by the TIC's negligence, breach of duty or breach of agreement; and

(b) all statutory and other implied conditions and warranties are negatived.

12.4 The liability of the TIC for breach of a Non-Excludable Provision is limited, at the option of the TIC, to:

(a) in the case of goods:

(i) the replacement of the goods or the supply of equivalent goods;

(ii) the repair of the goods;

(iii) the payment of the cost of replacing the goods or of acquiring goods; 

(iv) the payment of the cost of having the goods repaired; or

(b) in the cases of services:

(i) the supplying of the services again; or

(ii) the payment of the cost of having the services supplied again.

12.5 To the extent that any right of indemnity in clause 12.3 arises out of circumstances which constitute a breach by the TIC of a Non-Excludable Provision, then:

(a) the TIC’s liability to the Food Stall Operator under clause 12.2 is not affected; 

(b) the Food Stall Operator’s liability to the TIC under clause 12.3 is not effected; and

(c) the liabilities may be set off against each other.

12.6 The release and indemnity provided for in this clause 12 continue despite termination of this Agreement. 

13. Force Majeure

The TIC is not liable to the Food Stall Operator for any failure to carry out this Agreement caused by any of the following events:

(a) an act of God;

(b) the outbreak of hostilities including acts of terrorism in any place in Australia;

(c) fire, explosion, flood, inclement weather or natural disaster;

(d) the act of any government or competent authority;

(e) any other cause, impediment or circumstance beyond the reasonable control of the TIC.
