Production Requirements:
Any other special requirements for the main stage must be brought to the attention of the Cultural Fest Office prior to the event or to the stage manager upon your arrival at the event (Contact phone 07 4772 4800).

Dressing Rooms:
Two dressing rooms will be located near the performance stage.

Bump-in Time:
Each Performer must report to the stage manager (next to stage) at least one hour prior to their designated performance time and be present at the stage 30 minutes before their designated performance time.

Stage Sizes:

Main stage – 5 x 10 metres plus a raised platform of 2.5 x 10 metres 

Global Village stage – 5 x 7 metres

Ocean Theatre stage – 5 x 7 metres

RECITALS

1. Definitions

“Event” means the Cultural Fest 2011, held at Strand Park, Townsville in the State of Queensland on 17-21 August 2011.

“Performance” means the performance performed at the Event by the Performer, as described in the Official Performance Registration Form submitted to the TIC by or on behalf of the Performer.

“Performance Material” means all material (including literary, dramatic, artistic and musical work and other material in which copyright subsists), that is used as part of or in conjunction with the Performance.

2. The Performance

2.1 The TIC will allow the Performer to participate in the Performance subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

2.2 The Performer will participate in the Performance: 

(a) on the dates and at the times directed by the TIC; 

(b) in accordance with other reasonable directions given by the TIC from time to time; and 

(c) on a voluntary basis and will not be entitled to any payment from the TIC in relation to the Performance.

2.3 The Performer must limit or extend the duration of the Performance upon the TIC’s reasonable request. 

2.4 If the Performer is not able to participate in the Performance on the dates or at the times directed by the TIC the Performer must notify TIC as soon as possible.

3. TIC’s Obligations

3.1 The TIC will use reasonable endeavours to supply a stage, sound equipment, lighting and dressing rooms (“the Equipment”) at the Event.

3.2 The Performer is not permitted to use the Equipment during the Event for any purpose other than carrying out the Performance.  

4. The Performer’s Obligations

4.1 The Performer must ensure that the Performance is carried out in a good, responsible and professional manner.

4.2 The Performer must promptly provide the TIC with all information and other assistance that the TIC may reasonably require to ensure that the Event is well planned and provided in an orderly and professional manner.

4.3 The Performer must take all necessary steps to avoid and safe guard against any potential danger or nuisance in relation to the Performance and must notify the TIC within a reasonable time prior to the Event of any foreseeable danger or nuisance. 

5. Performer’s Warranty

5.1 The Performer warrants that the Performance Material and the Performance:

(a) do not infringe the intellectual property rights (including copyright) of any third party;

(b) are not obscene, offensive or defamatory;

(c) do not contravene any applicable laws; and

(d) will not damage or harm the image or reputation of the TIC, it's staff, management and/or sponsors.

5.2 The Performer indemnifies TIC against all claims for any kind of legal relief (including damages and costs) arising out of or in connection with any breach of the warranty in clause 5.1.

6. Authority

6.1 The Performer hereby irrevocably authorises the TIC to:

(a) make a direct or indirect recording or photograph of the Performance or any part of it (“the Recording”);

(b) broadcast or re-broadcast the Performance directly from the live performance of it;

(c) use the Recording in any sound track or cinematographic film; and 

(d) use the Recording in any manner and for any non-commercial purpose which the TIC sees fit, including any display or publication for the purpose of any promotion, advertising and for education, whether distorted in any form and with any other material and with or without the Performer's name.

6.2 The Performer hereby releases the TIC from and indemnifies the TIC against all claims for any kind of legal relief (including damages and costs) arising out of or in connection with use by TIC of the Performance and the Recording in accordance with this Agreement. 

6.3 The Performer grants the TIC the right to use the Performer’s name, likeness, voice and biographical material in connection with any use of the Performance or the Recording in accordance with this Agreement.

6.4 If the Performer owns copyright in any Performance Material, the Performer hereby grants to the TIC, a non-exclusive licence to use that Performance Material in accordance with this Agreement throughout the world, for the duration of the copyright.

6.5 Reference to the TIC in this clause 5 includes any persons for whose acts and omissions the TIC is responsible.

7. Indemnity

7.1 The Performer releases TIC from and indemnifies it against all claims for any kind of legal relief (including damages and costs) arising in any way directly or indirectly out of or in connection to the participation by the Performer in the Performance and the Performer's use of any premises or equipment pursuant to this Agreement, regardless of whether any claim is caused or contributed by the TIC's negligence, breach of duty or breach of Agreement.

8. Force Majeure and Termination

8.1 The TIC is not liable to the Performer for any failure to carry out this Agreement caused by any of the following events:

(a) an act of God;

(b) the outbreak of hostilities including acts of terrorism in any place in Australia;

(c) fire, explosion, flood, inclement weather or natural disaster;

(d) the act of any government or competent authority;

(e) any other cause, impediment or circumstance beyond the reasonable control of the TIC.

8.2 If the Performer fails to observe, comply with or fulfil any of their obligations under this Agreement, the TIC may terminate this Agreement by giving notice of termination (oral or written) to the Performer.

8.3 Clauses 5, 6 and 7 of this Agreement survive termination of this Agreement.
