Deposit:
$50.00 deposit is required when submitting this Application Form.  The deposit is non-refundable.  The deposit will be deducted from the Stall Fee if your application is successful.  The balance of the Stall Fee must be paid to TIC on or before 5.00pm on Wednesday 1 August 2011.If the deposit is not paid when submitting this application, your application will be cancelled.

Notes for Global Village Stall Operators

Equipment:
One table and two chairs will be provided free of charge to whole stalls and half a table and one chair will be provided to half stalls. A display  board is available to lease please call the Cultural Fest office to book. Each stall will be provided with power and lighting.

Testing:
ALL ELECTRICAL EQUIPMENT AND APPLIANCES MUST BE TESTED AND TAGGED BEFORE BEING USED AT THE CULTURAL FEST 2011.  This is a requirement of the Townsville City Council.  The Townsville City Council has the right to stop equipment from being used if it is not tagged and tested by an electrician prior to the Festival.  IF EQUIPMENT IS NOT TAGGED AND TESTED YOUR STALL WILL BE SHUT DOWN COMPLETELY AND IMMEDIATELY.  YOU WILL NOT BE ENTITLED TO A REFUND OF YOUR STALL FEE.


THE TIC ALSO RESERVES THE RIGHT TO PREVENT A GLOBAL VILLAGE STALL OPERATOR FROM PARTICIPATING IN THE CULTURAL FEST 2011, IF THIS REQUIREMENT IS NOT SATISFIED COMPLETELY.


A fault in the equipment is a major health hazard and can be deadly. A fault may cause major failure in the generator system. The Food Stall Operator will be liable for any damage to property or persons, which may arise from the failure to comply with the testing requirements.

Decorations:
Participants are requested to make their stalls look as attractive as possible. Stalls are covered with hessian. As stalls do not have a weatherproof roof, please provide a tarpaulin as a roof and ropes to attach it. Participants often decorate their tarpaulin  roofs with palm leaves to make them look more ‘village-like.’ All materials used to decorate stalls must be removed from Strand Park.

Money:
Be careful and vigilant with your money. It is important that cash/money tins are kept either under the counter or at the back of the stall, away from where they can be seen and easily reached for the taking.  Try not to keep large amounts of money in the stall.  Try to have somewhere safe where the majority of money can be kept safe until banked.  Police Officers and PLO’s will be in attendance at the park, but they can’t be everywhere all the time.

No Sale of Soft Drinks:
Exclusive rights to sell soft drinks, juice and water have already been assigned.  No one is permitted to sell alcohol.
Parking:
This may be a problem.  We cannot guarantee that parking will be available for Global Village Stall Operators but we will endeavour to petition off a few parks for stall Operators to stock up their stalls during the Cultural Fest.  But they will not be permanent parks and you will have to park, empty the car then move the car to another spot to park more permanently.  This will allow other stall Operators to bring their stock in as well.

Other Parking:
There is not a lot we can do about it, but be patient and be prepared to walk.  Emergency parking spots will have to be left clear at all times. 

Planning Meetings:
A notice will be forwarded to you at a later date inviting you to an information meeting, which will be held before the commencement of the Cultural Fest 2011.

Submitting Applications:
This registration form must be submitted to the TIC NO LATER than the 17 June 2011 in order to be finalised by TIC. Late registrations will not be considered and your stall will be reassigned to another on the Global Village Stall waiting list.

AGREEMENT

1. Definitions

In this Agreement, unless the context otherwise requires:

“Event” means the Cultural Fest 2011, held at the Venue on 17-21 August 2011

“Stall Operator” means the individual responsible for the operation of a Global Village Stall;

“Restricted Area” means any area which is marked with signage or cordoned off or barricaded so as to reasonably indicate that access is restricted;

“Soft drink” includes cordial, juice, milk, water and other flavoured drinks;

“Venue” means Strand Park, Townsville, in the State of Queensland.

2. Global Village Stall Operation

2.1 The TIC will allow the Stall Operator to operate an outlet to sell items to the public at the Event (‘the Global Village Stall”), subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

2.2 In consideration for permission to operate the Global Village Stall in clause 2.1, the Stall Operator will pay to the TIC the following sum (“the Stall Fee”):

(a) if the Stall Operator is operating a whole Stall for fundraising, information or profit purposes, for 5 days, FOUR HUNDRED and SIXTY-TWO dollars ($462); and

(b) if the Stall Operator is operating a whole Stall for fundraising, information or profit purposes, for 3 days, THREE HUNDRED AND THIRTY dollars ($330); and

(c) if the Stall Operator is operating an additional Stall (by negotiation with the event organiser), FOUR HUNDRED and SIXTY-TWO dollars ($462), in addition to the cost of the first stall.

2.3 The Stall Fee will be paid in the following manner:

(a) a deposit of FIFTY DOLLARS ($50.00) upon submitting the Global Village Stall Application Form (“the Deposit”); and

(b) the balance on or before Wednesday 1 August 2011.

3. Equipment 

3.1 The TIC will supply the following items of equipment (“the Equipment”) for use by the Stall Operator during the Event:

(a) one stall frame;

(b) one table and two chairs for a whole stall, a shared table and one chair for half a stall; 

(c) lighting; 

(d) power. 

3.2 The Stall Operator must ensure that the Equipment is not used for any purpose other than to operate the Global Village Stall at the Event. 

3.3 The Stall Operator must ensure that the Power Point in the Stall is not used for any purpose, other than to supply power to the Lights
.  

3.4 The Stall Operator must supply all other appliances and equipment (including power leads) necessary to operate the Global Village Stall.

4. Electricity

4.1 The TIC will make a limited electricity supply available to the Stall Operator through a generator system, between 8.00am and 10.00pm, on 17, 18, 19, 20, 21 August 2011. 

4.2 No electricity supply will be made available to the Stall Operator (other than for the Lights), between 10.00pm and 8.00am on 17, 18, 19, 20, 21 August 2011, unless an alternative agreement is made.

4.3 The Stall Operator must ensure that all electrical leads and electrical equipment supplied by the Stall Operator for the purpose of operating the Global Village Stall (“the Electrical Items”) are tagged and tested by a qualified electrician before they arrive at the Venue.  

5. Rubbish Disposal

5.1 The Stall Operator must ensure that rubbish produced and/or accumulated by the Global Village Stall (“the Rubbish”) is regularly disposed of during the course of the Event.

5.2 If the Rubbish is disposed of at the Venue, the Stall Operator must ensure that disposal is carried out in the following manner: 

(a) the Rubbish is placed into large skip bins located at the Venue;

(b) empty boxes and cans are flattened prior to disposal; and 

(c) the Rubbish is not placed into wheelie bins located at the Venue.

5.3 At the end of the Event, the Stall Operator must:

(a) remove all of the Stall Holder’s property from the Venue; 

(b) ensure that the Equipment is left in good repair and condition; and

(c) remove all rubbish from areas used and occupied by the Food Stall.

6. Restriction on Drinks

The Stall Operator must not sell Soft drinks, juice, tea or coffee at the Event unless the TIC has given that Stall Operator approval in writing.

7. Termination

7.1 The TIC may terminate this Agreement immediately by giving notice of termination (oral or written) to the Stall Operator, if the Stall Holder breaches any provision of this Agreement.

7.2 No part of the Stall Fee is refundable to the Stall Operator upon termination of this Agreement in accordance with clause 7.1.

7.3 Termination of this Agreement does not effect any claim or action either party may have against the other by reason of any prior breach of this Agreement. 

8. Indemnity and Disclaimer

8.1 The TIC gives no warranty that the electricity supply made available to the Global Village Stall under this Agreement will be continuous or uninterrupted during the Event.

8.2 Despite anything to the contrary, nothing in this Agreement excludes, restricts or modifies:

(a) the application of Part V Div 2 or Div 3 of the Trade Practices Act 1974 or equivalent State legislation (“the Non-Excludable Provisions”); 

(b) the exercise of a right conferred by a Non-Excludable Provision; 

(c) the liability of the Owner for a breach of a condition or warranty implied by a Non-Excludable Provision except as outlined in clause 8.4; or

(d) the application of an entitlement to rescind a contract under a Non-Excludable Provision.

8.3 Subject to clause 8.2:

(a) The Stall Operator releases the TIC from and indemnifies it against all claims, demands, actions, damages, costs, charges, expenses, and other liabilities (collectively “Claims) whatsoever arising in any way directly or indirectly out of or in connection with:

(i) breach of this Agreement by the Stall Operator;

(ii) use or occupation of the Global Village Stall by the Stall Operator or any person operating or assisting with the Stall;

(iii) use of the Electrical Items and/or Equipment by the Stall Operator or any person operating or assisting with the Stall;

(iv) any person entering, leaving or being at the Stall in connection with the business of the Stall;

unless any Claims are caused or contributed by TIC’s negligence, breach of duty or breach of agreement.

(b) all statutory and other implied conditions and warranties are negatived.

8.4 The liability of the TIC for breach of a Non-Excludable Provision is limited, at the option of the TIC, to:

(a) in the case of goods:

(i) the replacement of the goods or the supply of equivalent goods;

(ii) the repair of the goods;

(iii) the payment of the cost of replacing the goods or of acquiring goods; 

(iv) the payment of the cost of having the goods repaired; or

(b) in the cases of services:

(i) the supplying of the services again; or

(ii) the payment of the cost of having the services supplied again.

8.5 To the extent that any right of indemnity in clause 8.3 arises out of circumstances which constitute a breach by the TIC of a Non-Excludable Provision, then:

(a) the TIC’s liability to the Stall Operator under clause 8.2 is not effected; 

(b) the Stall Operator’s liability to the TIC under clause 8.3 is not effected; and

(c) the liabilities may be set off against each other.

8.6 The release and indemnity provided for in this clause 8 continue despite termination of this Agreement. 

9. Force Majeure

The TIC is not liable to the Stall Operator for any failure to carry out this Agreement caused by any of the following events:

(a) an act of God;

(b) the outbreak of hostilities including acts of terrorism in any place in Australia;

(c) fire, explosion, flood, inclement weather or natural disaster;

(d) the act of any government or competent authority;

(e) any other cause, impediment or circumstance beyond the reasonable control of the TIC.
